Why do you want to become a doctor or dentist ?
What is your motivation to become a doctor or dentist?

This is to explore the driving forces behind your personal desire to become a doctor and the awareness of your strengths and weaknesses.

Look at the questions below. Make some brief notes and then convince your partner why your want to become a doctor or dentist.

1. Why do you want to be a doctor or dentist?

2. What have you read or experienced in order to prepare you for medicine or dentistry?

3. Why do you believe you have the ability to undertake the study and work involved?

4. Why do you want to be a doctor or dentist  rather than another profession that is caring (e.g. other health or social care professions) or intellectually challenging?

5. What do you think being a doctor or dentist entails apart from treating patients?

6. How do you think medicine or dentistry differs from other health professions?
7. What steps have you taken to try to find out whether you really do want to become a doctor or dentist?

IF you cannot answer these questions, then you must explore the reasons – in your application for medicine you will be expected to convince the admissions officer
