Taking part in Aim Higher sessions enabled me to get a head-start over other UCAS Applicants. The teachers could spend more time helping me to develop my Personal Statement before my fellow students had thought about beginning theirs.
I was able to spend a greater time in researching different courses available to me, and looking at different universities across the country to decide which would be best suited to me along with discussing my options with the Aim Higher leaders.
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As there is such a wide variety of courses and universities on offer, it was important to research what was available in great detail to ensure that I would enjoy my time at university. It was important to look at the reputation of universities and I could do this in discussion with the Aim Higher group.

After I had looked round several universities I chose Liverpool John Moores as my firm choice. After this I was informed that I had been short listed to receive a Scholarship from them. I had to go to an interview and tell a panel of 3 why I would be a worthy recipient of the Vice-Chancellors Scholarship. I was informed by letter that if I gained 3 A grades in my A-Level results I would be awarded the scholarship which is valued at £10,000 a year for the duration of my course, paid in 10 instalments. I, along with the 2 other recipients of the scholarship have to act as Ambassadors for the university. This involves promoting the university in any publicity they carry out during the years.

The course I chose to study at university is Primary and Secondary PE Teaching. It is a 3 year course and at the end of the 3 years, should I pass the modules I will be qualified to be a Primary Teacher, or a Secondary PE Teacher. 

As the course was originally supposed to be 4 years long, the university have condensed the course in order for it to be completed in 3 years.
Although our terms will be longer and more intense, we will save an extra year of education. We are assessed on our ability to teach and participate in a variety of sports and activities and because of the primary side we have to be able to teach English, Maths, Science and Foreign Languages.
